The Ministry of Industry,
Entrepreneurship and Trade has
prepared the Draft Law on Protection
of Trade Secrets (hereinafter
referred to as the “Draft Law"),
which establishes rules for protection
against the illegal acquisition, use
and disclosure of trade secrets. The
Draft Law constitutes a novelty in the
legislation of the Republic of Kosovo
given that up to date the matter has
not been regulated.

The Draft Law is in line with

Directive 2016/943 of the European
Parliament on the Protection of
Business Knowledge and Undisclosed
Information from Misappropriation,
Use and Disclosure. The provisions
of this law apply to undisclosed
commercial knowledge and
information (trade secrets). According
to the Draft Law, trade secret(s)

are classified as information which
meet the following criteria: i) it is a
secret in the sense that, a body or
precise configuration of information,
not generally or easily accessible

to persons within the groups that
deal with the type of information

in question; ii) has commercial
value; and iii) has been subject to
reasonable steps according to the
circumstances, by the person lawfully
controlling the information, to keep it
secret.

The Draft Law considers as unlawful
to obtain trade secrets without the
consent or authorization of the trade
secret holder, mandating the court(s)
to decide upon the measures,
procedures and means against the
misappropriation of trade secrets,

The Draft Law provides an
appropriate legal mechanism for
Kosovan commercial companies as
well as foreign investors, enabling
free competition between them.

This innovation provides a safer
commercial environment for
businesses to operate in the Republic
of Kosovo, creating a more suitable
free market in the Republic of Kosovo
while attracting foreign investors.

According to the Legislative Program
of the Government of Kosovo for
2021, the Government should
approve the Draft Law no later than
15 September 2021, where it would
then have to be directed to the
Assembly for review and approval.
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
