The Government of the Republic of
Kosovo has approved the Draft Law
no.08/L-067 on Inspections (the
“Draft Law”), prepared by the
Ministry of Industry,
Entrepreneurship and Trade. The
Draft Law is part of the reform on
revising all specific laws and
sub-legal acts governing inspections
in the Republic of Kosovo. The Draft
Law constitutes a novelty in the
Kosovan legislation being that to this
date there has been no legal basis
regulating the matter at hand.
Exceptional attention was conducted
to the 11 OECD Best Practice
Principles for Regulatory Enforcement
and Inspections, during drafting the
respective Draft Law.

The novelty of the present Draft Law
is the establishment of the Office of
the General Inspector, as an
executive agency within ambits of the
Office of Prime Minister of the
Republic of Kosovo. The Office of the
General Inspector will coordinate the
inspection system within the state
administration and at the local level.
Furthermore, the Office of the
General Inspector will support the
work of the inspection bodies, which
are not part of the executive branch
and the municipal level on
coordinating the fieldwork of
inspections.

The Draft Law on Inspections seeks
to address the administrative burden
for businesses and other inspection
entities by improving inspection
coordination, reducing the number of
inspection authorities and improving
training and unifying inspection
procedures. Among the hierarchical
structuring of inspection bodies and
agencies, the Draft Law establishes

the Electronic Inspection system
(hereinafter referred to as
“E-Inspection”) for the first time in
the Republic of Kosovo, as a means
to manage all inspection actions
conducted by the inspection bodies
under this Draft Law.

All inspections actions conducted by
the inspection bodies by State
Administration and municipal level
are managed through the
E-Inspection system, which will be
administered by the Office of the
Inspector General.

Furthermore, the Draft Law defines
the basic forms of inspections, in i.
scheduled and ii. Unscheduled
inspections as well as iii.
Re-inspections. Such classification
provides the legal basis for inspection
bodies to use the right form of
inspection(s). This classification
provides for a more efficient and
standardized practice.

The Draft Law is yet on the initial
phases of preliminary consultations
and public consultations.
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
