On 12 May 2023, the Greek ministries of the Environment and Energy,
Development and Investments, and Finance published a call for proposals
under the “Green Economy Productive Investments - Produc-E Green” action
within the framework of Greece’s national Recovery and Resilience Plan
(Greece 2.0).

The action is part of item 1.3, “Recharge and refuel,” and is intended to
accelerate the technological, productive, administrative, and organizational
modernization of the Greek economy, as well as its innovative and outward-
looking development, with the aim of enhancing the competitiveness of
productive enterprises in the domestic and international markets. Applications
for inclusion may be submitted from 30 May 2023 through 30 November 2023,
and investment plans may last up to 24 months.

The following table summarizes the action’s main characteristics:

The purpose of this action is to support investment
projects for the manufacture of green industry products,
with an emphasis on electric vehicle manufacturing,
renewable energy sources, and energy savings. Only the
following activities are eligible:

The aid is available in the form of cash grants.

The total amount of eligible budget per investment
project submitted may not be lower than EUR 300,000
for micro and small enterprises, EUR 500,000 for
medium-sized enterprises, and EUR 1 million for large
enterprises.

The eligible budget limits are determined based on
article 4 of the GBER. For investment projects greater
than EUR 10 million, a sustainability proofing study is
required.

The total state aid available is EUR 199,700,000 and is
financed by the Recovery and Resilience Fund for the
period 2023-2025.

The level of aid provided depends on the type of
expenditure, as follows:

o Aid for regional expenditure that constitute an initial
investment: Granted at the maximum rate of the
regional aid map (RAM), 15% up to 75% depending
on the size of the beneficiary;

e Investment aid to SMEs: 10% of eligible expenditure
for medium-sized enterprises and 20% for small and
very small (micro) enterprises;

e Consultancy services benefiting SMEs: Up to 50% of
eligible expenditure;

e Aid for research and development projects: Up to
50% for industrial research, 100% for basic research,
25% for experimental development, and 50% for
feasibility studies;

e Investment aid for the promotion of energy from
renewable sources: Up to 45% of eligible
expenditure. The aid intensity is increased by 20
percentage points for small enterprises and by 10
percentage points for medium-sized enterprises;

e Investment aid for remediation of contaminated
sites: Up to 100%, or 70% for investments to protect
or restore biodiversity and for environmentally
friendly solutions, or to adapt to or limit climate
change; and

e Investment aid for waste recycling and re-utilization:
Up to 40%.

In any case, the limits set out in article 4 of the GBER
cannot be exceeded.

The beneficiary must contribute at least 25% of the

eligible expenditure, either from its own resources or

external financing.

At least 20% of the total budget must come from

external financing, in the form of a loan with a term of at

least three years.

The equity portion of the eligible expenditure may be

from:

a. Anincrease in share capital in the form of new
contributions by the company’s stakeholders; or

b. The capitalization or utilization of existing reserves
and retained earnings.

Applications for inclusion should be submitted through
the program’s online information system by completing
the required fields and attaching the required
documents/files, as listed in Annex Il of the call.

Applications should be addressed to the ESPA Executive

Unit of the Greek Ministry of Environment and Energy,
Sub-directorate 2, Energy Sector.

Applications will be evaluated based on when they were
submitted (i.e., on a first come, first served basis), as
certified by the number issued by the information
system at the time of submission, and until the available
scheme budget is exhausted.




The evaluation will be carried out by members of the
Evaluator Registry of the Greek Ministry of Environment
and Energy.

The evaluation process will include a verification that the
application is complete (information provided,
supporting documentation) and an evaluation of the
investment plan (legality check, evaluation of the
reasonableness of the investment plan costs).

Proposals may be submitted electronically from 30 May
2023 through 30 November 2023.

Approved proposals must be implemented within 18
months, with the possibility of a six-month extension
that will be granted either for reasons of force majeure,
or after special justification.

In any case, the deadline for submitting payment
requests is 30 June 2025.
