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Call for proposals under European

Defence Fund (EDF) Work Programme
2025
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On 30 January 2025, the European Commission published the fifth European
Defence Fund (EDF) Work Programme (“2025 EDF WP”), which addresses 31
research and development (R&D) topics and provides funding for competitive
and collaborative defense projects via lump sum grants or actual cost grants.

Program overview

The EDF was established to promote collaboration among companies, including
small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) and research institutions, while
enhancing efficiency and innovation capacity within the EU’s defense
technological and industrial base.

Key actions and budget of 2025 EDF WP

With a budget allocation of EUR 1.065 billion, the 2025 EDF WP is
systematically organized into distinct thematic categories, encompassing areas
such as ground combat, space technologies, air combat and energy resilience
and environmental transition, among others. Each thematic domain has
specific budgetary allocations, as shown in the table below:

Additionally, there are non-thematic calls for innovative and future-oriented
defense solutions focused on SMEs and research organizations, with a total
budget of EUR 67 million.

The “Other Actions” category has a budget allocation of EUR 37.2 million. This
category encompasses various initiatives that do not fall under the specific
thematic domains but are essential for supporting the overall objectives of the
EDF. These actions may include outreach efforts, information technology (IT)
systems and studies, external expertise and audits, business coaching, and
other supportive measures to enhance the effectiveness and impact of the
EDF.

Forms of funding

EDF financial support is in the form of grants, which may be either lump sum
grants or actual cost grants. The type of funding provided under the EDF is
contingent upon the specific call for proposals.

Eligible participants
Entities eligible to participate in the EDF are legal entities:

e Established within the territory of the EU or associated countries (e.g.,
Norway);

e Not controlled by any country other than an EU member state or an
associated third country;

e \Whose infrastructure, facilities, assets, and resources are located in the EU
or associated countries; and

e Whose executive management structures are in the EU or associated
countries.

The action must be carried out by legal entities cooperating within a
consortium of at least three eligible legal entities that are established in at least
three different EU member states or associated countries. For projects
focusing on disruptive technologies, smaller consortia (with at least two
entities from EU member states or associated countries) may be permitted.

Duration

The expected maximum duration for many actions varies from 24 to 36
months, although longer durations may be proposed depending on the
project’s scope.

Project budget



Each call for proposals has a specific budget allocated to it, which is distributed
among various topics and categories of actions. The budgets for the topics
range from EUR 2 million to EUR 79 million.

Funding rates
The baseline funding rate under the 2025 EDF WP refers to the initial

percentage of eligible costs that can be covered by EDF funding for different
types of activities, as listed in the table below:
