Dear Friends,

We would like to inform you that, according to a press release from 28 March
2020 on the official website of the Kazakhstan Border Service (the “Border
Service”), during the State of Emergency, freight vehicles will be allowed to
cross the Kazakhstan state border according to the following procedure:

e drivers with international cargo may only cross the border using a passport
(regardless of citizenship);



e if the driver has visited a category 1a risk country in the last 15 days, then
the vehicle can only cross the border if sanitary and epidemiological
measures are carried out by sanitary and quarantine officials;

e drivers of foreign cars and commercial vehicles being driven by them,
transiting across Kazakhstan can only cross the Kazakhstan state border at
checkpoints given in a list of border crossing points published on the
Border Service website (see below for a link to the website);

e non-transit drivers and vehicles enter or depart from Kazakhstan through
all functioning Kazakhstan border checkpoints (regardless of the
checkpoints permitted for transit, as published on the Border Service
website).

In the same press release, the Border Service also noted that since 16 March
2020, and until further notice, it has suspended the crossing of the state
border using identity cards (internal passports, ID cards) and birth
certificates for Kazakhstan, Russian and Kyrgyz Republic the Border Service,
except in certain cases.

Exceptions are for freight vehicle drivers from the Kyrgyz Republic
transiting through Kazakhstan to their home country.
